Read all instructions carefully and completely before installing your new POWRFLO

 Intake. 

1. Remove the (4) bolts that hold on the stock air cleaner cover. Remove the cover and filter from air box.  

2. Remove the air box by loosening the (3) M5 allen bolts around the air inlet and (1) M6 on the right side of 
the housing, Figure 1.  Disconnect the hose from the backside of the air box and remove it, the screws will 
not be reused. 

3. Insert the supplied o-rings into the grooves of the supplied velocity stack. NOTE: Do not attempt to stretch o-
rings into grooves; position o-rings evenly around groove and use gentle force (No tools) to push them in. 

4. Bolt the velocity stack to the throttle body using the (2) supplied M5 x 16mm allen bolts and the (1) supplied 
M5 x 30mm allen bolt w/ split lock washer. Fully tighten. See Figure 2. 

5. Position the mounting plate over the velocity stack (with the welded tube toward inside) and secure using (3) 
supplied 1/4"-20 x 1/2" buttonhead bolts and (3) internal tooth lock washers, finger tighten only. See Figure 
3. 

6. Install the supplied support bracket on to the stock bracket protruding from the top of the front cylinder head, 
secure finger tight with the supplied M6 x 12mm buttonhead bolt.  Align the support bracket hole with the 
corresponding hole in the backing plate and secure with (1) 1/4-20 x 1/2" buttonhead bolt and internal tooth 
lock washer. See Figure 3.

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7. Fully tighten the (4) 1/4"-20 buttonhead bolts (Steps 5 & 6). 

8. Attach the hose and hose clamp that was disconnected in Step 2 to the tube on the mounting plate.  

9. Position the fuel injection cover behind the mounting plate as shown in Figure 3. 

10. Insert the intake screen into place so the holes in the bent tabs align with the threaded bosses in the intake 
cover, see Figure 4 for orientation. Place the supplied K&N® filter into the intake cover. 

Place intake cover over the mounting plate and align the mounting holes to the threaded bosses.  Insert the (3) 
supplied 1/4" hex flange bolts and tighten the mounting plate to the intake cover. See Figure 4.
